Unit (RTU). RTU installed in 1960s 
has become corroded and inefficient. 
Useful life of units is 15-20 years; 
current age approximately 50 years.

� Existing boiler in basement to be replaced, also due to age and 
deterioration

� All new units to be high-efficiency units resulting in long-term 
energy savings

� Estimated Design, Construction Administration, and Construction 
Inspection Costs: $55,000

� Estimated Construction Costs: $538,250

separation) to improve officer safety
