Dear Residents,

Due to budgetary constraints in 2008, the CrossTown
Shuttle bus was eliminated much to all of our dismay.
It has been a priority of my administration to see this
important service reinstated immediately. In doing
so, we are also working with interested residents to
address some of the major shortcomings of the
previous service, including length and confusion of
the routes, as well as reliability and frequency of the
service.

The first route of this new service can cover the downtown area of the city in
less than thirty minutes. That means it comes more often than before and is also
more reliable. The simplified route also makes it easier for all residents to
understand and use. The end result is that many more Hobokenites will benefit
from this new service.

But we're not stopping here! The reinstated CrossTown Shuttle bus is our first
step in an effort to provide you with modern, convenient, first class public transit
throughout Hoboken. In the near future, we will be introducing additional
routes and features that will go further to:

*  Speed up boarding when pay-per-ride is replaced by unlimited passes

*  Bring residents closer when other areas of the city are interconnected

*  Reduce budget constraints when the shuttle system is self-sustaining

*  Reduce local traffic when the shuttle bus is preferable to driving/parking
»  Improve quality of life when transit is a fun, convenient, easy alternative
